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1 Reason for Change

The current description of preview data mentions the prupose of zapping support in example 4:
“(4) presenting the preview data to users when the users quickly switch to a specific broadcast channel and wait for the channel to appear.”

However, it is not specified explicitly how this is achieved. This CR presents clarifying text how zapping support can be achieved.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.1.1 PreviewData
The preview data contains information that is used by the terminal to present the service or content outline to users, so that the users can have a general idea of what the service is about. The preview data can include simple texts, static images (for example, logo), short video clips, or even reference to another service which could be a low bit rate version for the main service. Other fragments like “Service”, “Content”, “Schedule”, “PurchaseData” and “Access” can link to PreviewData.
Typical use of the preview data includes, for example,

(1) using the preview data which only contain a static picture as the representative item (eg. program icon, channel logo) of a service/channel/program;
(2) presenting the preview data to users when the users browse the service description in the service guide and want to know more about specific services;

(3) presenting the preview data to users when the users check the subscription or charging information of specific services and wonder upon whether to purchase the service or not;

(4) presenting the preview data to users when the users quickly switch to a specific broadcast channel and wait for the channel to appear.
The preview data fragment is used as zapping support when a reference to a preview data fragment is declared in an Access fragment. Upon accessing content or a service, which has a related access fragment with a reference to a preview data fragment, the media objects in this preview data fragment SHALL be rendered by the terminal before and until the main content or service appears. 
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
