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1 Reason for Change

This change is needed to support service discovery to cellular operators (providers) online services via SG. The change is limited to the service fragment. New service type is required to distinguish the online services from broadcast services. Additionally an operators identity (selector) needs to be included for the reason that cellular services are tied to an operator and selecting/filtering must be enabled based on the SIM-card based identifier.

Scope is limited. Change is to section 5.2.1.1 (Service). The access fragment already supports this but only within the concept of broadcast service. Services that are fully based on cellular point-to-point networks are not supported. Services could be: 3G streaming audio/video, operator portal, ring-tone subscription, Video-on-demand …

If the change is not accepted then the cellular operator’s service discovery is not supported.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This allows full backwards compatibility. Only addition is suggested.
