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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes to refine Split-TOI scheme section. 

Firstly, partially rewording is done because some of the existing text looks more like “Reason for Change” statement rather than specification text. 
Secondly, the group has agreed Split-TOI is a Network Optional and Terminal Optional feature, but there is no normative statement in section 5.5.1.1.1 for that, hence this CR proposes to add it.

Moreover the term of “Container” was replaced by “SGDU” because there is no “Container” defined or used in BCAST Specs.

5 Detailed Change Proposal

5.5.1.1.1 Split-TOI scheme

To provide a mechanism for terminals to easily track SG updates when the SG is delivered over broadcast channel using ALC, this section specifies a method to use the TOI of a Service Guide Delivery Unit to indicate the identifier of the transported SGDU and its version, so that terminals can track the changes of a given SGDU without parsing its Unit_Header.



The LCT TOI field is 32*O + 16*H bits in length where the Transport Object Identifier flag (O) length is 2 bits and the Half-word flag (H) length is 1 bit. The maximal length of the TOI is therefore 112 bits (i.e. 14 bytes).

When a version identifier is assigned to a transported object through the LCT header, the TOI field is split into two parts: the first part (Most Significant Bits) is allocated to the actual object identification (e.g. SGDU ID), the second part (Less Significant Bits) is allocated to the version identifier (e.g. SGDU Version).

The receiver detects whether the TOI is split or not through out-band or in/band signalling [Note: these mechanisms are to be specified].
The network MAY utilize the Split-TOI scheme for signalling the identifier and version of SGDU, and terminals MAY be able to interpret the split TOI field in ALC header.
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
