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1 Reason for Change

Doc-139R01 addressed the issues of specifying the type of Auxiliary Data file, for delivery, associated with the main service or content, as well as need to facilitate reliable delivery of auxiliary data files.  When discussed during the Seoul meeting, it was concluded that:

1. The PurchaseItem fragment provides a mechanism to associate auxiliary service/content to subscribed main service/content.  Therefore the Service Guide is already capable of declaring the distribution schedule for auxiliary data relevant for the terminal.
2. Identification of auxiliary data file type (intro, outro, barker, ad) can be done “in-band” through appropriate keyword matching between the FilteringData associated with the AuxDataTrigger, and metadata of auxiliary data files stored within the device.  In that sense, no explicit declaration of auxiliary data type is necessary “out-of-band” via the Service Guide. 

In consideration of the above, it is agreed that the proposed SG changes in Doc-139R01 can be dropped.  However, editor’s notes are proposed for the Notification Message to provide: a) guidelines regarding the use of scheduled delivery of auxiliary data via the Service Guide, versus triggered delivery using the notification message, and b) possible means for identifying the auxiliary data type by keyword matching between FilteringData and metadata associated with auxiliary data files.
This CR also represents a proposed means for merging the proposals of Docs-139R01 and 142R01.
R01 adds clarification that these editor’s notes are not to be shown to the end user.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add Editor’s Note to SessionInformation element of Notification message to clarify intended usage of the information carried in the delivery session associated to the notification.  Also, add Editor’s Note to indicate means for identifying the type of auxiliary data associated with an AuxDataTrigger notification message.
8.3 Format of Notification Message

Notification Message structure consists of:

· Generic fields: ID, NotificationVersion, NotificationType, Validity, Title, Description, PresentationType and ExtensionURL

· Notification content: SessionInformation, MediaInformation, SGDD and Fragment, AuxDataTrigger
While the generic fields are used with all types of notifications, the notification content varies according to the notification type. For example: emergency notification could contain generic fields + MediaInformation; SGDD update could contain SGDD or Fragment; etc.

As an example, for an ad insertion event, ProfileAttributeName = “URI” and ProfileAttributeValue = “advertisement” can be used to match against the URI identifiers of auxiliary data files stored on the terminal for the keyword “advertisement”.  Such mechanism would identify all the advertisements stored on the terminal, for subsequent insertion selection based on filter rules/attributes.
