6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  (optional)Brief description of specific change

5.4.1.1.2 Signaling of SG fragment update for FLUTE sessions
5.4.1.1.3 In the following two sections, signaling of Service Guide Delivery Units and Service Guide Delivery Descriptors for FLUTE sessions is defined. This mechanism allows the terminal to recognize updated SG fragments based on TOI. In case the meaning of TOI is signalled out-of-band, the receiver does not need to parse and process the FDT.
Signalling of SGDU update for FLUTE sessions
While using FLUTE, the filenames associated with each Service Guide Delivery Unit into the FDT SHALL be set so that the terminal can use the FDT information to identify the transported Service Guide Delivery Unit, and its version.  
The “Content-Location” attribute of the “File” element within the FDT is used for this purpose. The Service Guide Delivery Unit is identified by a 16bit integer value (SGDU_id) that SHALL be unique across all session participating to SGDU delivery. Being unique, the SGDU_id value is used to form a unique URI for the “Content-Location” attribute.
The URI SHALL conform to the following format:

<context>:<SGDU_id>
Where the <SGDU_id> tag is replaced by the actual SGDU_id in an alphanumeric representation of its decimal value.

Where the <context> tag SHOULD be replaced by “urn:oma:bcast:sgduid”.
An example of an instanciation of a Service Guide Delivery Unit where SGDU_id is 23 is: 
urn:oma:bcast:sgduid:23.
The version change of the Service Guide Delivery Units are signalled based on the TOI and FDT Instance ID as specified in section 5.2.3 in [BCAST10-Distribution].
 
5.4.1.1.3.1. Signalling of SGDD update for FLUTE sessions

While using FLUTE, the filenames associated with each Service Guide Delivery Descriptor into the FDT SHALL be set so that the terminal can use the FDT information to identify the transported Service Guide Delivery Descriptor, and its version.
The “Content-Location” attribute of the “File” element within the FDT is used for this purpose. The Service Guide Delivery Descriptor is identified by its SGDDid (see section 5.4.2.2), which SHALL be used as a unique URI for the “Content-Location” attribute.
The version change of the Service Guide Delivery Descriptor is signalled based on the TOI and FDT Instance ID as specified in section 5.2.3 in [BCAST10-Distribution].
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
