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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides a possible resolution to the review comment issued in OMA-BCAST-2006-0460.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution introduces the FullFDT parameter and explains how it can resolve the comment issued in OMA-BCAST-2006-0460.
3 Detailed Proposal

Introduction:

In OMA-BCAST-2006-0460 & 0461, it has been commented that the Service Guide completeness currently used with FLUTE sessions in BCAST is not optimal. The conclusion was the following:

There is a need to define another way of signalling Service Guide completeness when using FLUTE as the delivery protocol. It would be better to have a mean to signal that a FLUTE delivery session delivers a complete set of the Service Guide without forcing the terminal to fetch the whole set of SGDD/SGDU when a particular SGDD/SGDU is updated.

Proposed solution:

IPDC over DVB-H provides such mechanism by extending the “FDT-Instance” element in the FDT schema with one attribute named “FullFDT”. The XML declaration of such attribute is as follow:

<attribute name="FullFDT" type="boolean" use="optional" default="false" /> 

An FDT instance with the attribute “FullFDT” set to true describes all the Transport Objects that are scheduled for transmission at a given time, within the actual FLUTE session. If the attribute is absent from the FDT instance or set to false, the terminal shall not make any assumption about whether this FDT instance describes the complete set of Transport Objects that are scheduled for transmission. We believe this solution is better than the one in which the terminal has to assume the sender is always providing the complete (sub)set of SGDD (or SGDU) describing a (sub)set of the Service Guide. This is because the “FullFDT” parameter nicely extends FLUTE capabilities and does not require the SGDD (or SGDU) delivery session to be reinitialized every time a set of SGDD (or SGDU) that is supposed to be complete changes. In fact, this would allow the terminal to keep using those objects that are still valid after a change in the delivery session, resulting in faster Service Guide processing and less power consumption when the Service Guide changes. Lastly, it would be beneficial to have a method to determine Service Guide completeness common to all BDSs using FLUTE.
