OMA Bcast enabler has chosen OMA DM for device management. As this enabler provides a mandatory basic working environment and propose optional features. 

Extract from OMA-ERELD-DM-V1-2 section 6

“The optional functionality covers several additional commands in DM protocol. Also, support for notification 

initiated session and bootstrapping is recommended, but optional functionality.”
This CR clarify the minimum requirements of the client side necessary to fulfill the OMA Bcast needs and provides the associated normative references. 

DM Client Bootstrap

Process of provisioning the DM client to a state where it is able to initiate a management session to a new DM server. 
Tree and description serialization. (TNDS)

This permits to optimize the network resources by sending several MOs in a single message (serialization).
