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1 Reason for Change

OMA BCAST enabler has chosen OMA DM for device management. This enabler provides a mandatory basic working environment and proposes some optional features as:

DM Client Bootstrap

Process of provisioning the DM client to a state where it is able to initiate a management session to a new DM server. 

Tree and description serialization. (TNDS)

This allows use of network resources to be optimised by sending several MOs in a single message (serialization). 

These 2 OMA DM functions indicated as optional in OMA DM specifications are mandatory for a OMA BCAST terminal to allow the bootstrapping from the (U)SIM/R-UIM/C-UIM. 

This will allow the card issuer to setup the DM server address or/and BCAST MO at start-up with the credentials stored in the (U)SIM/R-UIM/C-SIM. 

This CR proposes to add these 2 features (BOOTSTRAP and TNDS) as mandatory for an OMA BCAST Terminal with cellular radio interface and (U)SIM/(R-)UIM and OMA DM 1.2. In addition, it provides the associated OMA DM normative references. 

Smartcard bootstrap (DM server address) : 

If card issuers (e.g. operators, MNO,…) want to be able to initiate a DM session with the DM server address stored in the smartcard, the following OMA DM function “BOOTSTRAP” SHALL be implemented in the OMA BCAST Terminal with cellular radio interface and (U)SIM/(R-)UIM and OMA DM 1.2. as mandatory. 
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Smartcard bootstrap (DM server address and MOs Tree) :
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If card issuers (e.g. operators, MNO,…) want to be able to initiate a DM session with MOs stored in the (U)SIM/R-UIM/C-SIM, the following OMA DM functions “BOOTSTRAP” and “Tree and description serialization” indicated in OMA DM specifications as optional SHALL be implemented as mandatory in the OMA BCAST Terminal with cellular radio interface and (U)SIM/(R-)UIM and OMA DM 1.2.

Terminals with cellular interface and (U)SIM/R-UIM/CSIM that support BCAST and OMA DM [OMA DM] SHALL support bootstrap from the smartcard as specified in [DMBOOT]. In these terminals DM TND Serialization [DMTNDS] SHALL also be supported otherwise  Terminal Provisioning through bootstrap (e.g. server information or account for such as the Session Description, Authentication, and/or Connectivity) MAY be supported as specified in [OMA DM].
