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1 Reason for Change

The XBS TS, in section 6.4.3.2.1, does not specify what should happen with a Domain Keyset if the status code is not SUCCESS. This CR specifies that a Domain Keyset should be removed no matter what status is. This CR closes CONRR comment DX135.

status - The status parameter SHALL indicate one of the values explained in the following table. The device SHALL ignore messages with other error values. In all cases except when the status is NotSupported, the Device SHALL remove the Domain keyset that was associated to the particular Domain.
Table 27: Status values

	Success
	The message informs the device that the RI has removed this device from the domain it was registered in.

	NotSupported
	The RI does not support the request to leave a domain. The device will use other means to notify the RI that it wants to leave a particular domain.

	InvalidDomain
