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1 Reason for Change

During the initial discussion on SE-042 in Osaka, Qualcomm explained that the original comment was not quite properly stated.  Specifically, we indicated that the actual intent is to allow a “qualified successful” token purchase response, granting a lower number of tokens than that requested in the original order.  Such response may be triggered as a result of the user's credit rating having dropped in real time, or due to the user classification (e.g. a "Bronze" rather than "Gold" customer, prompting less preferential treatment by the service provider).  In particular, such response can serve as an alternative to simply rejecting the token purchase request (response with status code = “011”, or “Operation Not Permitted”) by avoiding unnecessary bidirectional traffic on the interaction channel as result of subsequent purchase request with reduction in number of tokens sought.
