3. Contributions handled before:
1) OMA-BCAST-2006-0393R02-CR_CR_Clarifying_BCAST_Service_TS_5.2 (LGE) – what is general provisioning DM server ? How can OCSP response be provisioned, doesn’t it require information from the terminal (e.g. a nonce) ? 393R02 left open. What is general DM server ? – Minjung: Provisioning is only one function of DM. Could replace “general provisioning DM server” by “DM server”. Sungoh: We want a clear description of DM operation. Propose to handle that in joint session in Athens. Minjung: in this case, can you provide a clear question ? – OCSP response message – Minjung: OCSP response does not require a terminal request. Minjung: no objection to postpone. Frank: same. Kennie: should we extend the meeting time for DM issues ?  -------- Final decision: postponed to Athens. 393R02 available for Athens
2) OMA-BCAST-2006-0438R02-Restructuring-Service-Provisioning-Message. Folowing changes were requested for R01: Enhance sentence above table 1, replace (U)SIM profile by Smartcard profile, enhance references, clarify use of error codes (BCAST error codes in payload, HTTP error codes on top), RequestID becomes Optional, Price becomes Double, In descriptions of Global Status Code “table 1” needs to be replaced by “table 3” in all cased, move price as E3 under PurchaseDataIDRef, R02 not yet available. – Almost done. Remaining: Nx/Tx. Propose to include just M or O and this would indicate whether the sender must or may send this element. Bosun to make that change. 438R02 expected for Athens. Uwe: relation to 3GPP messages ? David: for Smartcard profile, many messages are defined by MBMS, but not all. (David listed the messages but it was not captured in the messages). Uwe: should be clarified which messages relate to which profile. Sungoh: have different view on messages. When we started we had only one profile. Unfortunately some messages are already defined by 3GPP, but all messages are for all profiles. Sungoh: old action on Qualcomm to provide messages for R(UIM) profile. Renew action and publish. Charles: lets not forget 778. 
3) OMA-BCAST-2006-0439-Restructuring-Roaming-Message (Samsung)- categories to be revised (use Nx/Tx style).. Change UserID cardinality to 1…N in all cases. 439R01 agreed with those changes. Not yet available. – Reverted Nx/Tx decision. Ruinan: Problem with using several UserIDs in case of DRM profile. Bosun: confused. There is no DeviceID in roaming message. Ruinan: Should we have DeviceID. Sungoh: this is a new comment. Decided to separate Ruinans comment into a new thread (Ruinan to initiate the discussion). 439R01 agreed with only remaining change to change UserID cardinality to 1…N in all cases. 439R01 expected and available for Athens.
4) OMA-BCAST-2006-0440-Mapping-Table-of-Interface-and-TS-Section-Number (Samsung) – waiting for agreement of 0190R07 (190R07 is meanwhile agreed). Postponed in San Diego. 440R01 available for Athens.
5) OMA-BCAST-2006-0441-Mapping-Table-in-Charging-Section  (Samsung) – 441R01 left open. Action on Uwe to check with charging experts. Dependency on 438R01 wrt OrderOption (may be changed in 438R01). Sent to Uwe and Bosun. Note: General clarification on device ID needed (IMEI, MEID, UDN etc). 441R01 available for Athens.
6) OMA-BCAST-2006-0442-Cleanup-section-5_4_2-of-TS-Service (Samsung). 442R01 agreed with following change: Bosun to change categories to Nx/Tx style. 442R01 available for Athens.
7) OMA-BCAST-2006-0443R01-Text-for-5_3_5-and-5_3_6-of-TS-Service (Samsung). David and Bosun to revise, 443R02 expected. 443R02 available for Athens.
8) OMA-BCAST-2006-0778-CR_Proposed_Resolution_to_SE042 (Qualcomm)- Frank: seems to be a rare case that is optimized here. David: for smartcard profile, MIKEY is used. Maybe better to use a special error code (for the status code). Like a “qualified success”. Document left open, possibly revision expected.
