4. Introduction

This specification, together with the other specification comprising the Mobile Broadcast Services Enabler, define a technology framework for the generation, management and distribution of mobile broadcast services over different broadcast distribution systems. This includes for example the description of such services (service guide), service and content protection, file and stream distribution, provisioning, personalization and interaction. The mobile broadcast services enabler comprises the following technical specifications: “Mobile Broadcast Services Architecture" [BCAST10-Architecure], "Mobile Broadcast Services" [BCAST10-Services] (this specification), "Service Guide for Mobile Broadcast Services" [BCAST10-ESG], "File and Stream Distribution for Mobile Broadcast Services" [BCAST10-Distribution], "Service and Content Protection for Mobile Broadcast Services” [BCAST10-ServContProt], and "OMA DRM v2.0 Extensions for Broadcast Support” [DRM20-Broadcast-Extensions], which together provide the main technical functionality and mechanisms. Adaptations to specific broadcast distribution systems are possible, and are specified in one specification document per broadcast distribution system. Part of the enabler are adaptation specifications for IPDC over DVB-H [BCAST10-DVBH-IPDC-Adaptation], 3GPP MBMS [BCAST10-MBMS-Adaptation], and 3GPP2 BCMCS [BCAST10-BCMCS-Adaptation]; the development of additional adaptation specifications is possible.
This specification, Mobile Broadcast Services, specifies mechanisms for service provisioning, including the ordering of services and provisioning of keys for service and content protection, terminal provisioning, including the update of software and parameters for the enabler, interaction and interactivity, including service-related interaction by the end-user, charging, personalization, and mobility/roaming.
In general, the availability of both broadcast channel and interaction channel are assumed for the BCAST enabler. However, both broadcast channel and interaction channel may be temporarily unavailable, for example due to lack of radio coverage. Further, devices without access to an interaction channel are possible within the BCAST architecture and specifications. However, such devices may have limited functionality. Optimizations for devices without interactive channel are optional to implement in devices with interactive channel and are optional to use (for details see the static conformance requirements tables towards the end of the document).
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
