Appendix X. PUSH delivery in BCAST (Normative)
In addition to using the File Distribution functionality, OMA Push can be used to deliver various types of messages between the network and the terminal via the Interaction Network. Examples include, but are not limited to, NotificationMessage (as defined in [BCAST10-SG]) and InteractivityMediaDocument (as defined in this document). 

The network MAY support OMA Push, while the terminal MUST support it. The terminal MUST, in addition to mandatory features, support the optional OTA-HTTP method as defined in [OMA PushOTA]. 

All push messages are delivered to the BCAST Push User Agent, which is responsible for routing received messages to the correct BCAST terminal functions based on the messages' MIME media types (for example, the NTC when a message with the MIME media type application/vnd.oma.bcast.notification+xml is received). The application id for the BCAST Push User Agent is registered with [OMNA].
