Comment:

The text on domains is not clear, e.g. Is a service domain the set of terminals sharing a common group key or common SEK/PEK or both? Also Vodafone is not sure there is any value in defining a Service Domain when it doesn’t seem to be used as a concept anywhere else in this specification? In addition, Vodafone finds the section on Device Domain confusing. We assume this is the same concept as defined in OMA DRMv2 and referenced in the XBS documents (Section 6.4). If this is the case we recommend a reference to the relevant section in the XBS document. If this assumption is incorrect we suggest that the concept needs to be clarified and renamed.

In the Nov. 17 meeting on the XBS CONNR,  OMA-BCAST-2006-0967R01-CR_Domain_Concept has been tentatively agreed. With this tentative agreement, a part of the solution for comment SC-New-0267 has been implemented.
However, if the other part of the solution would be implemented, i.e. the deletion of the text of BCAST-2006-0663R02 in the SPCP document, the result would be that section “5.3 Layer 1: Registration” becomes completely empty. Instead of deleting all text of BCAST-2006-0663R02, this CR proposes to keep the introductory part in the SPCP specification.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.3 Layer 1: Registration
The device must first register with the Rights Issuer to receive protected broadcast service.  Registration can be performed either via an interaction or broadcast channel.  In the case that an interaction channel is used, the registration protocol is as defined in OMA DRMv2.0 [DRMDRM-v2.0] and right encryption keys (used to protect Layer 2 RO) are delivered protected with the public key of the device. For the devices that do not support an interaction channel, an alternative process for the registration is defined in [XBS DRM extension-v1.0] and a set of keys (used to protect Layer 2 BCRO) are delivered over the broadcast channel protected with the public key of the device.

OMA DRM profile supports a notion of OMA DRM v2.0 Domains and Broadcast Domains to facilitate sharing of content and services among the registered terminals, see [XBS DRM extension-v1.0].
