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1 Reason for Contribution

A more efficient means for delivery of “terms of use”, also referred to as “legal text” information to users should be considered as alternative to the methods proposed in Docs 924 and 925.
2 Summary of Contribution

As described in Doc-921, for certain broadcast services/contents, it is necessary to display “terms of use” information to the user, typically followed by explicit user consent, before the service/content can be accessed.  Such information is referred to as “legal text” in that document, and two solutions for delivering such legal text in the Service Guide are provided by Docs 924 and 925.

This IC outlines an alternative and more efficient solution.  In the place of actual text strings comprising the legal text (typically static and possible quite long), the SG (i.e. the Purchase Data fragment) simply contains references to controlled terms in a BCAST-defined classification scheme table, formatted according to MPEG-7 specifications.  Use of such a “shorthand” notation should yield significant broadcast channel utilization efficiency relative to the method proposed in Docs 924 and 925.
3 Detailed Proposal

At this time, instead of providing a detailed proposal, we emphasize the conceptual solution outlined above, involving the use of signalling to convey the appropriate, legal text stored in the BCAST terminal, as opposed to transport such information in the Service Guide.  For purely illustrative purposes of the intended solution, a classification table, based on MPEG-7 classification scheme, representing broadcast purchase item/service related “terms if use” is shown below.  If there is further interest in this method, a CR will be submitted on a more detailed proposal.
