2 Proposal

Dear DVB-CBMS colleagues,

OMA BAC BCAST adopted Simulcrypt as one possible back-end interface for the reference points SP-4 and CP-4. Details can be found in Section 13 of http://www.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/Public_documents/BAC/BCAST/Permanent_documents/OMA-TS-BCAST_SvcCntProtection-V1_0-20061218-D.zip
OMA BAC BCAST relies on the extensions introduced in Simulcrypt 1.5.1 for supporting IPSec, SRTP and ISMACryp scrambling. BCAST supports another scrambling algorithm, namely the “DCF algo”, and thus in order to evaluate whether this algorithm can be supported on Simulcrypt without adaptation or with adaptation, OMA BAC BCAST would like to have access to the latest version of the Simulcrypt specification, version 1.5.1.
When do you believe, if possible, that the Simulcrypt interfaces could be made compatible with the OMA chosen scrambling algorithms by adding the “DCF algo” in the supported list of algorithms on the ECMG<->SCS interface?

OMA BAC BCAST kindly asks DVB-CBMS for information on Simulcrypt 1.5.1 and more specifically if the specification document can be made available to OMA BAC BCAST in the context of the current agreement.
