5.3.8.1 Terminal Provisioning Management Component
The Terminal Provisioning Management Component (TP-M) in the network is responsible for managing terminal provisioning. 
TP-M generates terminal provisioning message like management objects containing a parameter or a command to be used for Terminal Provisioning. Terminal provisioning message is transmitted over the Interaction Channel which is defined in [OMA-DM].



TP-M also provides a service guide fragment of BCAST Service, which is related to Terminal Provisioning to Service Guide Generation component in BSD/A. This interface is defined in Chapter 5.3.1.
5.3.8.2  Terminal Provisioning Management Source Component

The Terminal Provisioning Management Source Component (TP-MS) in the network is responsible for providing the sources of terminal provisioning messages. 
Service Guide specific parameters can be the source of terminal provisioning messages and these will be delivered to the TP-M through TP-4.
TP-MS also delivers the BDS specific parameters will only be presented through terminal provisioning messages. They are delivered through TP-B1.

5.3.8.4 Terminal Provisioning Client Component
The Terminal Provisioning Client Component (TP-C) in the terminal is responsible for receiving terminal provisioning messages over Interaction Channel through the TP-7 interface.



TP-C does a relative action which is defined in [OMA-DM] after it receives terminal provisioning message. The delivered terminal provisioning messages may be forwarded to other relevant functions in the terminal.
