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1 Reason for Change

3GPP is about to finish its work on MBMS Rel7 enhancements. Freeze of the SA related specifications is expected for the March SA plenary meeting. No major new functionality is expected to be included. At the time BCAST will be IOP tested, Rel7 will be the current version of MBMS specs. Thus, it is proposed to use references to Rel7 instead of Rel6. For some functionality referenced in SPCP, no Rel6 versions exist anyway since this is new Rel7 functionality (e.g. TS 33.110, “Key establishment between a UICC and a terminal”).
