The agreement on the comment SCP- 0247 impacts the agreement reached after a long process and finalized in a formal vote in 2006 to much. This CR tries to restore the balance in the spec between the two profiles and simplify the explanation and still honor the wish of several companies to make the service profile mandatory.
