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1 Reason for Contribution

This Input Contribution proposes to establish OMNA registry for parental rating systems identified in the context of BCAST. 
R01 reflects discussions in BCAST and with OMNA. 
Please note that the rating_system identifiers 0-9 are aligned with the schemes used in DVB-IPDC. Rating_system  10 has been defined by BCAST.
R02 reflects further discussions with OMNA. The referencing has been clarified, and consistency has been improved. It has been clarified that the ICRA schemes are completely outdated and are only kept for the reason of alignment with DVB. Note that this is a registry proposal which is aligned with OMNA now. The introductory text will be adapted by OMNA to comply with OMNA rules. BCAST is asked to agree the contents of the tables.

7. OMNA BCAST Rating System Registry - For Evaluation
This registry is used to cover the values utilized in the content rating fields defined by the BCAST Enabler. 

The rating system fields provide a two tier scheme by which a particular rating domain is selected and the actual rating codes are determined for that domain. The rating_type field is used to select the rating domain and the rating_value selects the specific rating within that domain. 

The rating system scheme is covered in  OMA-TS-BCAST_Service_Guide-V1_0 and OMA-TS-BCAST_SvcCntProtection-V1_0. 

7.1 Assignments for BCAST Content Rating System

This table provides values associated with the rating_type and rating_value fields used by the OMA BCAST Enabler in the Service Guide and in the parental_rating Access Criteria Descriptor. 
Rating_type is a 7bit and rating_value is an 8bit unsigned integer. 
Some schemes are in this table for legacy reasons. These are marked as “deprecated”, and it is not advised to use these in implementations unless support for legacy systems is required. Codes for schemes marked ‘deprecated’ may be re-assigned by OMNA in the future without notice.
