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1 Overview

This liaison statement includes a question on the versioning policy applied by ISMA to its technical specifications and also a request for information on the status of ISMACryp 2.0.

R01 addresses a request from Ericsson for adding more questions to ISMA.
2 Proposal

As announced recently, OMA BCAST finalised the enabler OMA BCAST 1.0. As already mentioned in a previous LS, this enabler is organised in different technical specifications, each dealing with a specific aspect of the system (general specifications and adaptation specifications).

References to ISMA specifications and more specifically to ISMACryp appear in different specifications and, depending on the context, it is not clear for OMA BCAST which version of ISMACryp to reference.

Could ISMA advise us on the exact references for:

· ISMACryp 1.1

· ISMACryp 2.0 (when available)

Can you once again please detail use of major / minor versions in ISMA. Do you recommend referencing version 2.0, or simply version 2 to include any minor changes in version 2? Can a minor version include new functionalities?
Can you also advise on use of ISMACryp 2.0 versus ISMACryp 1.1. What is recommended for different codecs?

BCAST expects to reference ISMACryp directly, once the codec generic version is finalised and publicly available, and remove redundant text on the codec generic extensions from BCAST specifications.

In addition, could ISMA inform us of the status of ISMACryp 2.0. Have the interop tests been successful? When does ISMA expect ISMACryp 2.0 to be available publicly for reference in OMA BCAST specifications?
Finally, could ISMA inform us on disclosed IPRs, if any, it knows on ISMA specifications referenced by OMA BCAST.

OMA BCAST appreciates the effort ISMA puts into keeping OMA informed of the development of its work, and kindly request from ISMA a clarification on the following points:
· Reference for ISMACryp 1.1

· Reference for ISMACryp 2.0

· Use and meaning of major / minor version and what to use for 2.0 / 2
· Use of ISMACryp 1.1 vs 2.0
· Status of ISMACryp 2.0

· Status on disclosed IPRs
