Problem Description:

Request for clarifcation in the usage of EXT_CENC for signaling compression of FLUTE objects in SG 

Problem Statement:

BCAST SG states that "the optional compression of SGDUs SHALL be signalled using EXT_CENC [RFC 3926], in the semantics of hasFDT attribute.". However, RFC 3926 only specifies usage of EXT_CENC LCT Header extension for encoding FDTs, not for encoding FLUTE objects. If this extension of the scope of EXT_CENC is is intentional in the BCAST specification, this should be made clear in the SG specification AND in the Distribution specification which does not mention it

If this element is set to “false”, 

· the FEC parameters related to transport objects delivering SGDUs in the transport session SHALL be signalled using EXT_FTI [RFC 3926].

· the optional compression of SGDUs SHALL be signalled using EXT_CENC   [RFC 3926]. Note that EXT_CENC was originally defined in [RFC 3926] for signaling the encoding of the FDT, but is assigned to a different usage in this specification for the specific case of SGDU delivery directly using ALC.
