C.12 Scenario of a main service with Rich Media presentation carried in Flute 

This application scenario describes how the Service Guide can be used to describe the scenario in which the main service (for example, mobile TV) makes use of an interactive presentation layer (for example, RME or MPEG LASeR). Figure 1 depicts the scenario on a timeline. Figure 2 depicts the necessary Service Guide fragment and their relation. The interactive presentation may include follow-up information about the video clips presented in the A/V content, links to ring tones/music on demand online store, etc. The interactive presentation may be constant along the presentation of the content (i.e. be completely contained in one bundle), or be dynamically updated through incremental updates (i.e. be contained in multiple bundles, some of which may be created "live" during the course of the broadcast)
