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1 Reason for Contribution

Note: this report is produced by the members of the observer pool and, as such, does not constitute an official communication from the DVB CBMS group.

DVB CBMS meeting took place on 9-12 Jun. in Paris, France.
There were sessions for the subgroups - Electronic Service Guide (ESG), Notifications, Mobility, Content Delivery Protocols (CDP) and joint sessions for ESG/DVB-SH and ESG/Mobility. A plenary session took place on the last day which included general issues (liaisons etc.), reports of the DVB CBMS subgroups’ work and reports from other DVB working groups. This report is structured according to the topics of the meeting.
2 Summary of Contribution

Notifications

DVB IPDC "Notifications" specification draft was approved by DVB Technical Module (TM) and DVB Steering Board (SB) in their June meeting. It would be published as DVB BlueBook, shortly. The Document also has been sent to ETSI for publication as an ETSI Standard (TS 102 829 v1.1.1). The ETSI specification is expected to be available by end of 2008
DVB CBMS identified notification application examples and server/terminal behavior as the main content of Implementation Guidelines (IG) for Notifications. A list of potential topics are mentioned in the meeting and will be later evaluated whether to be dealt with in the first version of the IG. 
Electronic Service Guide (ESG)

All the issues for the use of interaction channel have been mainly solved. The ESG group is also defining the ESG extensions for roaming support over interactive, i.e., the parameters and format for the roaming parameter exchange and how to get the access point for mobility information. The joint Task force (CBMS and SPP) set up to adopt IPDC over DVB-SH proposed “regionalized” ESG extension. This “regionalized” ESG is applicable for DVB-H also. ESG group is considering the proposal and this may lead to further extension to ESG at the next revision of the ESG specification.
Content Delivery Protocols (CDP)

A list of topics which are routine maintenance were discussed and agreed during the meeting. The change requests will be integrated into a new version of the DVB IPDC "Content Delivery Protocols” (CDP) specification (ETSI TS 102 472 v1.3.1). Other topics that may need cooperation with other work groups would be resolved according to the priority identified in the meeting.
The resolved CDP topics include:
· Bug/editorial fixing

· 3GPP time-text type in sdp

· Support for file repair & versioning

· File caching

· Complete file retrieval

· Use of labels in sdp

· file repair server redirection
Mobility

The Mobility subgroup has addressed all the mobility issues and most of technical issues have been resolved. Technical specification is under construction now. A multipart document for Mobility (handover, roaming) will be created (Part 1: DVB-H, Part2: DVB-SH).   
1. Roaming signaling (bootstrap) 
Syntax of new descriptor is agreed. Signalling the clear-to-air services availability is under discussion.  
2. Roaming terminal behavior

A general roaming procedure agreed as a working assumption.
3. Roaming ESG discovery via interactivity channel

Generic idea is accepted, both generic procedure and specific procedure based on OMA DM will be specified in the specification. The group agreed to use OMA DM and DNS SRV for terminal to discover server address. The Group also agreed to use structures for parameters exchange to avoid too many different query parameters. Remaining open issue is the detailed structure for request and response message.
Service Purchase and Protection (SPP)

OMA BCAST SC profile for IPDC work consists currently mapping of OMA BCAST service provisioning and ESG identifiers with IPDC ones and creating working assumptions document. Several questions will be sent to OMA BCAST to get clarifications to the use of some identifiers. 
Implementation guidelines for IPDC over DVB-SH

The Joint Task Force (CBMS-SPP) has worked on PSI/SI, ESG and CDP for DVB-SH.  
1. Multipart document will be created for PSI/SI (Part 1: DVB-H, Part 2: DVB-SH)
2. ESG partitioning and regionalisation (satellite/terrestrial) under discussion.
3. CDP work on Hypotethical Buffering model updates. 
OMA BCAST

In the plenary meeting, DVB CBMS reviewed and discussed the observer report from OMA BCAST Paris meeting. Among the topics, hybrid ESG, Rich Media, Roaming enhancements, Notifications and Audience measurement were of interest. 
DVB CBMS SPP has sent LS to BCAST to request clarifications on specification about Smartcard profile.
