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1 Reason for Change

The current text in the XBS spec is not clear on when a mixed-mode device would use interactive or broadcast channels. 

Some text is proposed to make clear that the Broadcast System always uses broadcast channel, unless the communication was initiated by the device over an interactive channel. Note that this only applies in case of a mixed-mode device.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.3 On-line Registration

A Broadcast Device, an Interactive Device and a Mixed-mode device can register using the ROAP protocol, either directly in case it is a connected device, or via a connected device that acts as a proxy.

An interactive device SHALL register using the ROAP protocol as defined in [DRM-v2].

For Mixed-mode Devices, or Broadcast Devices using a connected device as a proxy, extensions to the ROAP are required to allow transfer of all subscriber group key material and the authentication key for BCROs.

For a communication initiated by a Mixed-mode Device over the Interaction channel, the corresponding Server SHALL respond over the same channel. Any communication initiated from the Server to a Mixed-mode Device SHALL be delivered over the broadcast channel.
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
