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1 Reason for Contribution

The use of ETSI SAC in BCAST requires a UICC_appli_ID according to ISO/IEC 7816-5:2004 (Identification cards -- Integrated circuit cards -- Part 5: Registration of application providers) in order to identify the BCAST application in the smartcard.
The specification can be bought from http://www.iso.org/iso/iso_catalogue/catalogue_tc/catalogue_detail.htm?csnumber=34259 
The AID (Application ID) is a structure which is between 6 and 16 bytes long. The first 5 bytes are called “RID” (Registered application provider id) and must be registered with a registrar appointed by ISO/IEC (see below). The remaining 7 - 11 bytes are called “PIX” (Proprietary application identifier extension) and can be freely defined by the authority that “owns” the RID. If PIX is 11 bytes long the last byte MUST NOT contain the value 0xff (i.e. this value is reserved).
There is a two-step registration process:

1) OMA needs to get a RID from ISO and pay for the registration. 
2) OMA specifications can use IDs under that root, for which OMNA needs to manage the first 2 bytes of the PIX (“Application code”)
This document assumes successful registration of the RID and proposes a format for the OMNA registry to manage the Application Codes.

2 Summary of Contribution

This INP proposes the structure of an OMNA registry for application providers.
3 Detailed Proposal

Proposed registry structure
OMNA Smartcard Application Identifiers (AIDs)

This registry facilitates assigning globally unique Application Identifiers (AIDs) to Smartcard Applications defined in OMA, conforming to ISO/IEC 7816-5: "Identification cards -- Integrated circuit cards -- Part 5: Registration of application providers".

An OMA AID consists of a 5-byte RID (Registered application provider id) and a PIX (Proprietary application identifier extension) of 7 to 11 bytes. Each byte accommodates two hexadecimal digits. The OMA AID has the following overall structure:

	RID
	Must be set to the RID assigned by ISO/IEC to OMA, i.e. 'A000000xxx’

	11..14
	Application Code
	This field uniquely identifies the application and references a technical specification (“Referenced Specification(s)” where this application is defined. It is possible to use the same application code for multiple versions of a specification.
Codes for applications specified in OMA specifications are assigned by OMNA on request and are published in this registry.

	15..32
	Specific PIX Data
	This field carries additional PIX data as defined by the referenced technical specification(s) associated with the Application Code. 
This field can have a length between 5 and 9 bytes. According to ISO/IEC 7816-4, if this field is 9 bytes long, then the value 'FF' for the least significant byte is reserved for future use. 
This field is managed entirely by the application provider, following the rules set out in the Referenced Specification(s). 


OMNA manages the Application Codes to be used in OMA specifications in this registry. 
To request a new Application Code, a request form is available. At this time, only requests from OMA groups are being considered. Note that multiple versions of an OMA specification can be registered for the same application code.
