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1 Reason for Change

In TS DVB Adaptation, the use of genre attributes of service guide data models is not explicitly defined in the DVB adaptation specific-mode adaptation. To be aligned with the DVB IPDC over DVB-H specs, this defines use by referring to the definitions in the DVB Generic-mode adaptation Section 6.3.4.2. Note that type and href attributes are defined as MAY (i.e., NO/TO - Network Optional/Terminal Optional) in the TS Service Genre elements of Guide data model. The DVB Adaptation spec recommends (SHOULD) use of these to be aligned with DVB IPDC over DVB-H specs.

· SHOULD  support the “type” and “href” attributes of the Genre elements

· SHOULD support levels 1 to 4 of the TV Anytime ContentCS classification scheme identified by urn:tva:metadata:cs:ContentCS:2005 as defined in Annex A.8 of [TVA-Metadata], for values “main” and “secondary” of the “type” attribute

· SHOULD support level 1 to 3 of the TV Anytime IntendedAudienceCS classification scheme identified by urn:tva:metadata:cs:IntendedAudienceCS:2005 as defined in Annex A.11 of [TVA-Metadata], for the value “other” of the “type” attribute.
