1 Overview

OMA BCAST appreciated ITU-T SG 16’s question on the remote management for IPTV services and the following sub questions in OMA. 

OMA BCAST 1.0 enabler is the application layer standard for mobile broadcast service over IP based Broadcast Distribution System and uses OMA Device Management 1.2 Enabler as Terminal Provisioning Function.

BCAST has defined Management Objects for several purposes detailed below, to enable out-of-band configuration of receiving devices using OMA DM enabler. Other uses of OMA DM in BCAST have not been defined yet.

Please see our answers to your questions.

1. IPTV remote management architecture and functions
We defined the functional architecture for Terminal Provisioning Function.

This functional architecture may not be suitable for what ITU-T wants to know because it is mainly integrating OMA DM enablers as the solution for Terminal Provisioning Function within the BCAST 1.0 architecture.

Please refer to BCAST AD for further information, in particular sections 5.3.8 and 5.4.8. 

2. management protocols
BCAST uses OMA DM 1.2 enabler for Terminal Provisioning Function.

3. management objects 
BCAST 1.0 specifies a number of Management Objects for the following purposes:

· Service Bootstrapping, ,i.e. Service Guide acquisition over the various access methods available

· Configuration of the BCAST client with information of relevant Broadcast Service Provider(s) 

· Configuration of the BCAST client for roaming
BCAST 1.0 also allows using the Firmware Update Management Objects (FUMO enabler)

4. necessary functions of DNG to support IPTV remote management
BCAST has not discussed this topic in BCAST 1.0. We are sorry that we cannot provide any answer for this question.
5. proper use of management functions 
BCAST has not discussed this topic in BCAST 1.0 except the provision of Service Bootstrapping.
