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1 Reason for Change

The current version of TS Service Guide does not allow a ‘PurchaseURL’ to be instantiated for unencrypted unicast services as specified in Section 5.10 of TS Services. The problem is that there is no suitable value for the ‘kmsType’ attribute.

For BCAST 1.1, this problem was solved by the agreement of OMA-BCAST-v1_1-2010-0010R01-CR_CR_Resolution_I007_TS_SG by adding a value for “KMS not applicable” in the list of possible values for the ‘kmsType’ attribute. The same solution is now proposed in this CR for BCAST 1.0.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

A new possible value is added to the ‘kmsType’ attribute. The effect of this depends on the terminal implementation.
3 Impact on Other Specifications
