2 Additional Info From Source of Liaison

The ATSC (www.atsc.org) is normatively referencing various OMA BCAST specifications, and has applied extensions and constraints on the OMA BCAST framework in various ways to fit the ATSC environment. This started with the definition, and now deployment, of a Mobile/Handheld standard suite known as "A/153", which can be found here:

Now, the ATSC is applying further extensions to the OMA BCAST framework in some work in process for Non-Real-Time (NRT) delivery of content, as well as an adaptation of Simulcrypt. In these works, we plan to use the "proprietary" field ranges for ServiceType.

In the Service Fragment for the ATSC Mobile NRT Service Guide Data Model, the ServiceType element values are extended to assign an "OMA proprietary" type for ATSC NRT type - 129.

For the Simulcrypt adaptation, the Service Fragment ServiceType is also extended to use the proprietary value, 128 for the carriage of entitlement information (which is analogous to, but quite different from, LTKM).

We are told by an OMA member also active in ATSC that the range of proprietary values is changing and would no longer include the values we chose (128 & 129). Can you confirm this change?  If so, then the ATSC is concerned about this and seeks your advice for what values, exactly, it should use in its work in process standards. We wish to remain conformant OMA BCAST indefinitely and thus need values that will be "proprietary" indefinitely. Either that, or perhaps register values for our use.
