Liaison Statement from the DVB Project to OMA BCAST
Dear Mr. Hwang,

Thank you very much for your liaison letter dated 16 March 2012. Please find in the following a short status report of the activities in DVB which I hope will be of interest to you and your colleagues in OMA BCAST (many of which contribute actively to our on-going work).

At its meeting in January 2012, the DVB-TM decided to assign the task of defining L2 signaling for GSE to the ad-hoc group TM-GBS of the DVB Technical Module which is the maintainer of the GSE specification and the relevant implementation guidelines. At the same time, the group was given the task to define a generic mechanism which covers all second generation DVB bearers on top of which DVB-GSE may be deployed. 
TM-GBS is now defining a generic L2 signaling solution for DVB-GSE that provides information on modulation parameters for DVB-S2, -T2, -C2, and -NGH; and also information on network layer parameters (e.g. IP addresses) that enable clients to provide generic network interfaces to applications. Two profiles will be defined. The first is defined for carrying the information in GSE-LLC to implement a generic network service. The second profile makes carriage of the information in GSE-LLC optional, to enable end-to-end solutions to provide this information as part of their service discovery information. This provides a generic solution across all second generation DVB bearers. We hope that OMA will find these tools useful in defining your adaptation of OMA BCAST to DVB-NGH. They would enable OMA to define an adaptation of OMA BCAST not only on DVB-NGH, but to DVB-GSE in general, which in turn would allow deployment of OMA BCAST across all the second generation DVB bearers.

The work plan of TM-GBS foresees delivering a first draft specification for GSE-LLC to the meeting of DVB-TM on June 6th and 7th 2012. So far we have no signs of this schedule being endangered.

The ad-hoc group TM-H of the DVB Technical Module targets the presentation for approval of the DVB-NGH physical layer specification at the same meeting of the DVB Technical Module. The DVB-NGH system specification covering elements above the physical layer - like Robust (IP) Header Compression (RoHC), the Hypothetical Receiver Buffer Model (HRBM) etc. - will be completed after the June TM meeting.
