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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution supports the specification of a presentation format together with BCAST.
2 Summary of Contribution

Within the scope of the French DVB-H deployment, multiple key participants have expressed the need for a unique presentation format for use with broadcast services. This contribution presents the rationale and suggests a way forward.
3 Detailed Proposal

In France, a deployment of broadcast services is being prepared, under the auspices of the Conseil Supérieur de l’Audiovisuel (CSA). Actual deployment should start within 2008, or beginning of 2009 at the latest. The channel operators are currently being chosen among candidates in the French broadcasting community.
Representatives of the French broadcasting community are convinced that the business plan of a channel can be advantageously completed with interactive services, which requires a guarantee that they will be feasible in order to contribute to the return on investment. For some, the contribution of the interactive services will be major. Contrary to past broadcast services consumed on fixed, family terminals, mobile TV will be received on personal, mobile devices which are already capable of consuming interactive mobile services: this creates an unprecedented opportunity for interactive broadcast services.

Representatives of the French broadcasting community have worked with other players to study a set of interactive use cases, and the conclusion is that a common presentation format is required to allow deterministic rendering across terminals, an optimal quality of experience as well as the branding of services. 

Representatives of the French broadcasting community are convinced that there is a need for the specification of a single, standard, efficient presentation format in order to create an ecosystem that is large enough to justify the required investments. It needs to be an existing and open standard in order to guarantee multiple sources for tools. It needs to be covered by a reliable, affordable patent pool, with no royalty fees on content and service creation or streaming. One factor for the size of the potential ecosystem is that this presentation format should be usable on current mobile phones to propose a wide range of mobile services, which can be integrated with the future interactive broadcast services.

5 Recommendation

The OMA members signing this contribution recommend that:

· OMA BCAST takes steps to ensure that rich media technology can be used in the BCAST environment.

· OMA BCAST should recommend the use of OMA RME for rich media services within the BCAST environment.

· OMA BCAST should allow for other rich media technologies to be used in the BCAST environment.
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
