The figure below describes the flow for Pause and Resume of Subscription Period. 
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Figure xx – Flow for Pause and Resume of Subscription Period
1. The terminal may send a request for temporary pause of subscription status to the BSM.  Before the BSM starts the operation for this request, the BSM will authenticate the terminal and the User.

2. The BSM sends the terminal the response message with the result of request. After successful request, terminal will proceed to key deletion so that the user cannot consume any items requested after the  pause message. The response message may contain trigger for terminal to operate the relevant procedure.
3. The terminal may send a confirmation to the BSM to confirm the deletion of the LTK. This step MAY be omitted if the LTK Deletion supports confirmations.
4. In some point of time, the terminal may send a request for resuming subscription status to the BSM. Before the BSM starts the operation for this request, the BSM will authenticate the terminal and the User.

5. The BSM sends the terminal the response message with the result of the request. After successful request, the terminal will proceed to key retrieval for the user to consume items requested by resume message. The response message may contain trigger for terminal to operate the relevant procedure and possible period for consumption or remaining price on user’s account.
6. The terminal may send a confirmation to the BSM to confirm the acquisition of the LTK. This step MAY be omitted if the LTK Acquisition supports confirmations.
