Change 2:  Add a new section in the 5.3 section 
5.3.X  Audience Measurement Function  

The Audience Measurement Function provides to the service provider measures on the user consumption of BCAST contents and services. The measures are processed on the client side and collected by a collection device on the server side. The measures are then analyzed to produce statistics on them.

The Audience Measurement Function allows the operator to select the participators and the audience measurement metrics to fulfill the different requirements.

This interface is applicable when the underlying BDS technology is MBMS or BCMCS, and furthermore, whereby that portion of the BDS Service Distribution/Adaptation pertaining to service distribution and adaptation is not functionally integrated in the BCAST Service Distribution/Adaptation.


5.3.X.1 Audience Measurement Collection Function
The Audience Measurement Collection Function (AMCF) is responsible for receiving the Audience Measurement reports from the terminal through AM-5 interface. 

The Audience Measurement Collection function also responsible of the aggregation of all measures coming for terminals and provide the data collected to the Audience Measurement Analysis function for the further analysis and get the report.

5.3.X.2 Audience Measurement Analysis Function
The Audience Measurement Analysis Function (AMAF) is responsible of the exploitation of the Audience measurement data and provides statistics results. This component uses the results provided by the Audience Measurement Collection Function though the internal interface and information on Audience Measurement Participator Management Function through the AM-1 interface.

The Audience Measurement Analysis Function also can collect the policy from Audience Measurement Policy Management Function to get the participators, metrics related information to generate the report.
5.3.X.3 Audience Measurement Policy Management Function
The Audience Measurement Policy Management Function (AMPMF) get the operators’ service/content audience measurement requirements from the Audience Measurement Analysis Function and generate the detailed audience measurement participators and metrics and provide those information the Audience Measurement Distribution/Adaption functions though interface AM-2.
The Audience Measurement Policy Management Function also can provide those participators and metrics information for the Audience Measurement Analysis Function for the further analyses though interface AM-1.
5.3.X.4 Audience Measurement Distribution/Adaption
The Audience Measurement Distribution/Adaption (AMDA) get the audience measurement detailed requirement and distributes to the terminals required though the required BCAST or Interactive channel.

5.3.X.5 Audience Measurement Client
The Audience Measurement Client (AMC) can receive the audience measurement requirement from the BCAST or Interactive channel and collect the parameters required and report those parameters to the Audience Measurement Collect function.
The Audience Measurement Client can ask the custom’s agreement for this audience measurement before the client collect and report the parameters.

5.4.X.1 The overall Flow for Audience Measurement 
The following figure shows an overall flow of Audience Measurement function.

1. Audience measurement analysis function (AMAF) submits the audience measurement requirement to audience measurement requirement management function.

2. The Audience measurement policy management function (AMPMF) submit the audience measurement requirement packet to the Audience Measurement Distribution/Adaption (AMDA). 
3. The Audience Measurement Distribution/Adaption (AMDA) distributes the audience measurement requirement to the Audience Measurement Client (AMC).
4. The Audience Measurement Client (AMC) submits the result to the Audience Measurement Collect Function (AMCF).

5.
