6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Addition of new flow: User Defined Bundle
5.4.x   User Defined Bundle Related Flows
The figure below describes the flow for User Defined Bundles.
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1. The BSP-C in the Terminal sends the User Defined Bundle Request to the BSP-M in the BSM. The User Defined Bundle Request contains the user selected list of contents and services to be bundled together.
2. The BSP-M in the BSM sends the Price Offering Request to the BSP-C in the Terminal after processing the list of contents and services in the User Defined Bundle Request. The Price Offering Request contains the price offering by the Service Provider for the User Defined Bundle. The Price Offering Request is only sent if the Service Provider allows the User Defined Bundle.
3. The BSP-C in the Terminal responds to the BSP-M in the BSM with the user decision based on the Price Offering Request. 

4. If the user agreed to the price offering, the BSP-M in the BSM sends a User Defined Bundle Response to the BSP-C in the Terminal with the information required for the Terminal to subscribe to the User Defined Bundle. Alternatively, if the Service Provider disallows the User Defined Bundle steps 2 and 3 will be skipped and this step will be sent to the BSP-C in the Terminal notifying the User that the request for User Defined Bundle was denied.
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
