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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes normative text to BCAST SPCP DRM Profile to complement subscription pause and resume operations described in 
· OMA-BCAST-v1_1-2008-0095-CR_Pause_and_Resume_of_Subscription_Status
· OMA-BCAST-v1_1-2009-0074-CR_Subscription_Pause_and_Resume_Normative_Text
After subscription is paused, relevant RO stored in the device needs to be disabled. This can be achieved by using RO Upload protocol defined in DRM 2.1 specification. This protocol is used in DRM 2.1 to upload Rights Object and its associated state information to RI. Rights Issuer may trigger a device to perform RO Upload protocol by sending ROAP Trigger message indicating that RO Upload protocol must be started by device. After RO is uploaded, DRM Agent disables or removes local copy of the RO on device.
In case subscription is resumed, terminal is mandated to request new RO (LTKM) from the RI. 
This CR also adds normative references to BCAST Services V1.1 and DRM V2.1 specifications.
R01:

This revision updates the CR to make it inline with OMA-BCAST-v1_1-20080095R01.

RO Upload protocol is no longer used, instead RO Deletion Protocol defined in OMA-BCAST-v1_1-2009-0091R01 is used.

RO deletion is now mandatory.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following section 5.4.4 (DRM profile).

5.4.4 Pause and Resume of Service Subscription

When a terminal attempts to pause a periodical subscription using “Subscription Pause Request”, as defined in [BCAST11-Services], the Rights Issuer SHALL request a device to delete associated Rights Object(s). For this purpose, the Rights Issuer SHALL use ROAP RO Deletion protocol defined in [XBS DRM extensions-v1.1]. The Rights Issuer MAY include ROAP-RODeletionTrigger into “Subscription Pause Response” message or send it separately.


When a device has succesfully resumed subscription to a particular service using “Subscription Resume Request”, as defined in [BCAST11-Services], the Rights Issuer MAY include new ROs associated to this service into “Subscription Resume Response”. The Rights issuer MAY also use ROAP-RORequestTrigger defined in [DRMDRM-v2.0] to trigger RO acquisition by the device.
