1 Overview

OMA BCAST is working on BCAST v1.1 release.

A Rich Media Solution (RMS) is included in this version of this enabler.

2 Proposal

BCAST would like to have information on the Work Item “timed graphics” in 3GPP SA4.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA BCAST is currently working on the integration of various rich-media solution with BCAST 1.1. The use cases under considerations cover both the streaming aspect and the file delivery of rich media content.

Among the four candidates standards based solutions (SVG Tiny1.2 (W3C) ; RME (OMA); DIMS (3GPP); MPEG 4 part 20). that will be integrated, BCAST is considering  the 3GPP DIMS specification. 

BCAST group had some discussion on the support of a parallel synchronized rich-media stream to AV stream in a given service.

BCAST would be interested in knowing if the new work item “timed graphic” could be considered for this purpose and how it relates to DIMS and SVG.

BCAST would welcome any information available that 3GPP SA4 is willing to share on timed graphic.
