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1 Reason for Change

From the beginning of BCAST 1.1 WI, ‘Personalized Service’ was one of important items to achieve and some detailed proposal was discussed. In the context of Personalized Service, this CR proposes another scenario which is for obtaining Service Guide fragments regarding series of contents. In this scenario, the term “series” indicates set of media contents sharing certain theme, like TV series (e.g. Friends). 
Although OMA BCAST provides user with Video-On-Demand services, ordering related contents of broadcast TV (e.g. different episodes of same TV series) via VOD service is not an easy task. Since a broadcasted Service Guide at a specific moment generally does not contain all of the possible fragment of available contents, if a user wants to consume a content that is not indicated in the Service Guide, he/she has to retrieve total set of Service Guide to browse the content he/she wants, or has to waste time and effort in searching for what he/she wants through browsing service provider’s portal. In either case, current BCAST system does not support any methods to indicate what the user wants in requesting Service Guide.
Therefore this CR proposes the AD flow for describing how to request Series Bundle. This flow should be able to indicate user’s wish in obtaining the information, specifically Service Guide fragments, in terms of a series of the user-indicated content. By designing a protocol as single request and response similar to those of service provisioning message, the user and the network will be able to take advantage of VOD services without too much efforts and avoiding unnecessary complexity. The Series Bundle Request indicates pivotal content for requesting VOD of contents from same series. After processing the request, server responds with Service Guide fragments dedicated to the VOD service of the requested series. Supporting this flow will eliminate the need for user to search through service provider’s portals or for terminal to retrieve total set of Service Guide fragments to find what the user wants.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Addition of new flow: Series Bundle Request
5.4.x   Series Bundle Request  Related Flows
The Figure below describes the flow for Series Bundle Request.
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Prerequisite step: A user wants to consume one or more contents within the same series with the content user is consuming, but information of this particular contents are not indicated in the retrieved Service Guide.
1. The BSP-C in terminal sends Series Bundle Request to the BSP-M in the BSM. The Series Bundle Request contains information of the Content which terminal is currently playing. After receiving a Series Bundle Request, BSM aggregates all related contents (e.g. all episodes in one TV show) into a Series Bundle.

2. The BSP-M in the BSM sends BCAST service information and attributes, such as, service/content protection description information, purchase channel information, service bundling information, pricing information and promotional information of the Series Bundle to the BSD/A. The BSD/A generates BCAST Service Guide using the information received from the BSP-M in the BSM.

3. The BSD/A transmits Generated Service Guide to the BSP-M in the BSM. 

4. The BSP-M in BSM sends Series Bundle Response to the BSP-C in the Terminal. The Series Bundle Response contains Service Guide information for Series Bundle. 
Post step: According to user’s decision, the BSP-C in the Terminal conducts Service Request procedures with the BSP-M in the BSM to subscribe to either individual content or series bundle.
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
