The figure below describes the flow for Audience Measurement for Terminal-Centric implementation. 
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Figure 96 - Terminal-Centric Audience Measurement
1. The BCAST AM Management component generates a message for inviting random or pre-designated Panels who will conduct Audience Measurement, and sends the message to the BCAST AM Client over the broadcast bearer via the BCAST AM Distribution component.
1-1. Alternatively the request may be delivered directly via point-to-point delivery methods.
2. 
3. The BCAST AM Management component creates an AM Configuration and distributes the AM Configuration over the broadcast bearer to the BCAST AM Client.

2-1. The AM Configuration may also be sent directly from the BCAST AM Management component via point-to-point delivery methods.

4. The BCAST AM Management may generate a message for requesting AM report and send the message to the BCAST AM Client over the broadcast bearer cia the BCAST AM Distribution component.
3-1. Alternatively the message may be delivered directly via point-to-point delivery methods.
5. The BCAST AM Client executes Audience Measurement per the AM Configuration and reports the AM result to the BCAST AM Management component.
6. The BCAST AM Application retrieves measures from the BCAST AM Management component for analysis. The BCAST AM Application component may reside in the BCAST network domain or in a separate domain.
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
