BCAST WG discussed how BCAST WG can resolve ARC/SEC adhoc comment and found that it will be very difficult task since it requires huge amount of changes on the current AD structure.

Considering BCAST 1.1 AD is based on BCAST 1.0 AD, BCAST agreed to have the minor change on the current version. The similar decision was always done at BCAST reference points, interfaces, and the functional diagram at BCAST and ARC WG joint session at Boston.

4.3  Security Considerations

The Mobile Broadcast Services Enabler 1.0 has two functions related to Security. The first function is Service Protection Function and the second is Content Protection function. Functional Architectures of SP and CP are described in .section 5.3.4 and the corresponding flows are described in section 5.4.4 and 5.4.5 respectively. 

BCAST SP and CP are based on OMA DRM [DRMDRM-v2.0] [DRM20-Broadcast-Extensions] and 3G smartcard [3GPP TS 33.246] [3GPP2 S.S0083].

BCAST SP and CP are based on 4 Layer key management architecture, which is explained in detail [BCAST11-ServContProt]
The Mobile Broadcast Service Enabler 1.1 has OMA Secure Removable Media as new entity for BCAST 1.1 Content Protection and the required changes for supporting BCAST was done by DRM WG in [SRM11-Architecture]. In addition to this, BCAST Audience Measurement function requires User/Server authentication and authorization as well as the secure delivery of user data to Server. Those were described in [BCAST11-ServContProt], [BCAST11-Services], and [BCAST11-ESG].
In addition to these, BCAST 1.1 has the solution for parental control for a service and a content that are not supported by Service Protection and Content Protection in in [BCAST11-ServContProt] and [BCAST11-Services],
Note: SP and CP of BCAST 1.0 have been reviewed by Security WG.
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
