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1 Reason for Change

RMS is one of the key new functionality of BCAST 1.1
The current design of RMS signalling leaves open the choice of the RMS solution to be supported on terminals. However, it is anticipated that most terminals will support an RMS solution (i.e. at least one particular RMS technology).

The parsing of the RMS parameters is trivial and does not impact the performance on the terminal.

The support for parsing of RMS fragments should be aligned with cardinality of other content types (like video, audio, images) in the various fragments of the service guide and services.
This CR proposes to modify the cardinality of the RMS signalling in the BCAST Service and Service guide for the above reasons.

It is important to note that mandating the RMS fragments does not imply mandating the RMS technology but instead ensures that decoding of RMS fragments is supported in a consistent and interoperable manner. The current cardinality unfortunately fails to ensure that RMS functionality is supported across terminals and network providers in BCAST 1.1 implementations similar to other content types.
