The show “Top Gear” is in English and German. Each language declared in ‘Content’ fragment (through AudioLanguage.languageSDPTag) corresponds to the access parameter from the ‘Access’ fragment for the ‘Content’ fragment. Different language declares a different source port number for the audio stream. 

TV programs with a second language can be also useful for roaming users. They might be provided with another ‘Access’ fragment pointing to a UMTS stream, which gives them the same video and the audio comment in their local language via the interactive link. These ESG fragments for roaming users could be either distributed via the back-end systems over the broadcast bearer or retrieved via the interactive link. 
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
