6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Clarify definition of Related Contents Request to the text
Related Contents Inquiry allows service provider to recommend user according to user’s interest. The phrase ‘one content is related to another content’, in this section, refers to the case where two contents are similar in terms of context or of theme. The relationships between different contents are determined by the service provider. Overall procedure of Related Contents Inquiry is as follows. On user’s command, the terminal SHALL send RelatedContentsRequest message including GlobalContentID of Content of interest to the BSM in order to obtain complete set of Service Guide fragments which describes contents related to the content of interest. If there exist contents related to the one contained in the request and the related contents are provided with on-Demand services, BSM SHALL respond with RelatedContentsResponse message containing provisioning Service Guide fragments and with success code of ‘000’ in globalStatusCode. Service Guide may offer both on-Demand services of individual content and on-Demand service of bundled contents. If globalStatusCode contains ‘000’ for its value, the Related Contents Response should contain one or more PurchaseItem fragments and PurchaseData fragments. If the Terminal does not already contain Service or Content fragments referenced by PurchaseItem fragments, the Terminal SHALL acquire the missing fragments via procedure specified in section 5.5.2 of BCAST11-SG. REF SG \h 
 After obtaining required Service Guide fragments the terminal SHALL initiate the Service Request procedure using the information in the received Purchase Fragments. If either the service provider cannot find any related contents or cannot provide on-Demand services for the found related contents, BSM SHALL respond with Related Contents Response message with error code of ‘22’ in globalStatusCode indicating BSM cannot provide user with on-Demand service of the related contents.
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
