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1 Reason for Change

The TargetUserProfile element introduced in InteractivityData is used to filter interactive service at the level of SG fragment. If the TargetUserProfile doesn't match the end user profile, then the InteractivityMediaDocument(s) pointed by interactivityMediaDocumentPointer won't be received by BCAST client.

The description of interactivityMediaDocumentPointer reads:

If TargetUserProfile is present, then the InteractivityMediaDocument which matches the filtering data and has the highest GroupPosition (see [BCAST11-Services] section 5.3.6) is rendered; 

This description is misleading because the filtering is against InteractivityData  fragment, not InteractivityMediaDocument. This document proposes to change the above description as:

If TargetUserProfile is present and matches user preference, then the InteractivityMediaDocument which matches the filtering data and has the highest GroupPosition (see [BCAST11-Services] section 5.3.6) is rendered;
R01: add Huawei as co-signer.
