7.1 OMA Network APIs

7.1.x PSA framework APIs cloud related requirements
PaaS need to make ease usage of APIs for developers and add more cloud character such as on-demand services and scalability. PSA framework is a PSA architectural element that gathers and provides mechanisms (i.e. Policy enforcement, evaluation, management; Accounting; Event management; Identity management) to facilitate the access from 3rd parties to Parlay/ParlayX resources. PSA framework is essential to the success of the OMA service environment special in Cloud Computing environment: 
1) offer a single logical point of contact for all applications accessing the service capability features in the service environment in Cloud Computing
2) be able to hide to the applications the topology of the underlying OMA network enablers and existing OMA network APIs.
3) ease mashup for developers based on PaaS platform

4) standardization of cloud APIs management through PSA framework APIs
5) PSA framework APIs need to support HTTP and HTTPS based communications protocols and expose their interfaces as REST and/or SOAP.
6) PSA framework APIs need to support cloud related identification and cloud DNS routing.

PSA framework APIs can refer to 3GPP 29198-03 OSA Framework APIs. PaaS platform need to support mashup with different network enablers, protocol binding APIs, resource etc. For example, OSA Framework now provide Service Registration of Framework-to-Service API to registration of OMA enabler service capabilities, in PaaS platform with PSA framework need register more 3rd party resource like Internet services to make developer easy mashup, so this kind of APIs need to extend cloud resource identification which can distinguish different network resource.
