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1 Overview

This LS is intend to respond to the referenced 3GPP2 TSG-C request for information regarding the current status of 3GPP2 media formats and codecs in the MMS v1.3 Conformance Document.
2 Proposal

In response to the 3GPP2 LS dated 10 June 2004 regarding Liaison on Status of 3GPP2 Multimedia Specifications (OMA-MMSG-2004-0174), OMA MWG is pleased to provide the following information:
The MMS Conformance Document v1.3 defines two (2) MM Content Domains that are applicable to this response.  Those domains are defined as follows (the text in blue indicates commentary to the MMS v1.3 Conformance Document text to enhance the clarity of this response):
· The Standard MM Content Domain SHALL include multimedia messages with content that are compliant with the 3GPP standard [TS 26140] or the 3GPP2 standard [CP0045].  As such, all 3GPP2 media formats and codecs are supported in the Standard MM Content Domain.  The MMS Conformance Document v1.3 does not specify MM Content Classes nor does it specify any conformance testing requirements for the Standard MM Content Domain.
· The Core MM Content Domain SHALL include multimedia messages containing content that is compliant with a subset of the media defined in 3GPP or 3GPP2 standards (specifications [TS26140] and [CP0045] respectively).  This subset SHALL consist of several MM Content Classes defined for the domain.  Each multimedia message within the Core MM Content Domain MUST be compliant with one of the MM Content Classes in the domain.  By definition, each MM belonging to the Core MM Content Domain SHALL also belong to the Standard MM Content Domain.  This subset is the minimum set of media approved for end-to-end conformance testing and the MMS Conformance Document specifies MM Content Classes only for the Core MM Content Domain.
MM Content Classes are used to define the Core MM Content domain.  Separate tables (both are normative requirements) are used to clarify the distinction between [CP0045] and [TS26140] media types; reception of media types defined in either table SHALL be supported as specified in the MMS Conformance specification.
The MMS Conformance Document further specifies that “Implementations conforming to the MMS suite of specifications defined by 3GPP2 SHALL support MM Content Class Text and at least one other MM Content Classes as defined per Table 2” of that document.
