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1 Reason for Change

The requirement in [R151] contains several requirements. 
	[R151]
	The system MAY allow originators and/or recipients of messages what kind of messaging services (e.g., VMS, MMS, IM) are used to originate or receive the messages. Additionally, the system MAY allow to users to choose he specific messaging service used to originate or receive the messages. Users SHOULD NOT need to be aware of specific technologies under the messaging service.


So it is proposed 

1. to make a separate requirement:
.The system MAY allow an originator of a message what kind of messaging service type (e.g., VMS, MMS, IM) is used to originate the message. 

.The system MAY allow a recipient of a message what kind of messaging service type (e.g., VMS, MMS, IM) is used to receive the message.  

.The system MAY allow a user to choose a specific messaging service type used to originate or receive a message.
2. to delete the separate first requirement because of the following rationale:
When an originator sends a message it has to initiate one of messaging clients. So it knows what messaging service type to be used. Thus the system doesn’t need to notify the originator of the originating messaging service type.
3. to change ‘allow’ into ‘notify’ in the separate first two requirements.

4. to add one missing requirement.
From our previous discussion, the original intention in [R151] seemed to let an originator to know what kind of messaging service type would be used in the recipient for the purpose of e.g. charging. Because it was considered to be a possibility that each messaging system has its own charging policy. So the requirement would be: 

The system SHOULD indicate an originator the recipient messaging service type, for the purpose of providing information e.g. charging in case of different charging between different messaging service types.

	[R150]
	One or more messaging clients SHOULD allow the message originator to address a recipient in a simplified format (for example a nickname or an abbreviated form of addressing).

	[R151]
	The system MAY notify a recipient of a message what kind of messaging service type (e.g., VMS, MMS, IM) is used to receive the message.

	[R152]
	The system MAY allow a user to choose a specific messaging service type used to originate or receive a message.

	[R153]
	The system SHOULD indicate an originator the recipient messaging service type, for the purpose of providing information e.g., charging in case of different charging between different messaging service types. 

	[R154]
	Systems (i.e., originating, receiving, and/or relay) that handle the message SHOULD modify the message content and/or structure as required by the recipient system.

	[R155]
	Messaging system SHOULD indicate in the received message all changes/adaptations made to the content of a message.

	[R156]
	Messaging system MAY notify the originator of changes/adaptations made to the content of a message.

	[R157]
	One or more messaging clients SHOULD be supported with information on presence status of all recipients registered in the client.
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
