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1 Overview

The OMA Messaging Working Group (MWG) was happy to present its activities during the joint workshop held in San Francisco on Feb 5th, and would like to thank the Parlay TAC for their presentations on the Parlay Group activities and the Parlay Telecom Web Services.

The Liaison Statement sent by the Parlay TAC to OMA MWG requested further information and clarification on the Messaging Working Group activities, and requested in particular to provide access to the specifications developed by OMA MWG. This Liaison Statement would like to provide the information requested through the links to the relevant documents/releases.
2 Proposal

Please find below the statuses and links to the latest versions of the relevant documents/releases for each activity held under OMA MWG (note: the links are included in the names of the documents/releases below):

· Regarding the Converged IP Messaging (CPM) activity, the Requirements Document is nearing completion for “candidate” approval. Discussions on the Architecture have also started but are yet in preliminary status; OMA MWG would be happy to provide the Architecture Document once it becomes more stable.
· Regarding the Instant Messaging (IM) activity, the IMPS 1.3 Enabler Release has been completed and reached the final approval status. The SIP/SIMPLE IM 1.0 Enabler Release (that contains among others the Enabler Release Definition, Requirements Document, Architecture Document and Technical Specification) is still in draft state but nearing completion for “candidate” approval.
· Regarding the Mobile Email (MEM) activity, the Requirements Document has been approved as “candidate”, and the Architecture Document is also nearly complete.
· Regarding the Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) activity, the MMS 1.3 Enabler Release has been completed and reached the “candidate” status.
· OMA MWG also developed a Messaging Services Interworking 1.0 Reference Release that studies the components needed to implement a network solution that would allow interworking between messaging services. This reference release is in “candidate” status and is nearing final approval.
Please also note that all the documents referred above that have not reached final approval – especially the documents that have not yet been approved as “candidate” (CPM Requirements/Architecture Documents, SIP/SIMPLE IM 1.0 Enabler Release, MEM Architecture Document) – can be subject to further modifications.
3 Requested Action(s)

This Liaison Statement is in response to the previous Liaison Statement sent by the Parlay TAC to MWG and no specific action is requested. OMA MWG is happy to collaborate with the Parlay TAC in any matter related to the Messaging activity.
