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The GSMA Rich Communication Suite (RCS) programme is driving the evolution and adoption of interoperable convergent rich communication for new lifestyles. The RCS service is built on 3 key services: enriched call, enhanced phonebook and enhanced messaging. 
Release 1 of RCS in December 2008 is focused on mobile to mobile RCS. RCS Release 1 specifications are available on the following link:

Release 2 of RCS that will be delivered in June 2009 is focusing on expanding RCS services to broadband devices (e.g. an internet connected PC). 
As RCS now begins to focus on its next releases, it is aware that significant work is also being undertaken in OMA CPM on the area of messaging, as well as in OMA CAB on the area of the enhanced phonebook. GSMA RCS feels it would be mutually beneficial for both the GSMA RCS programme and OMA CPM/OMA CAB working groups to share their workplans and explore how best to leverage those plans to ensure an enhanced messaging experience for customers. 

GSMA RCS welcomes a call with OMA CPM to exchange workplans and to discuss the opportunities for RCS to enable market adoption of OMA CPM specifications.
