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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution was prepared in response to Action 006.
This revision addresses the comments raised during and after the Prague F2F meeting.
2 Summary of Contribution

In this contribution, we present some basic CAB features based on the current CAB RD. We believe this input will provide more clarity to the group in terms of necessary functionality that we need address during the AD development phase. Note that the list of features described in this contribution is not exhaustive nor intended to be very detailed but only informative in nature. 
3 Detailed Proposal

4. Introduction
(Informative)

The Converged Address Book (CAB) Enabler aims to provide the following functionality that will allow the CAB User to manage his/her contact information with a network-based address book system.

1) Management of Personal Contact Card – The CAB Enabler allows a registered CAB User to publish his/her contact information via the Personal Contact Card (PCC), which is stored in a network-based repository. The published contact information can be made available to other users through the Contact Views with necessary authorization rules established by the CAB User.. The published contact information can be in turn managed (e.g. add/delete/modify) by the CAB User.

2) Management of Converged Address Book – In addition to the management of PCC, CAB enabler also provides the ability to store the CAB User’s address book data (i.e. the set of contact entries) in a network-based repository. The stored address book data can be further managed (e.g. add/delete/modify) by the CAB User. 
3) Data Synchronization – The CAB Enabler allows synchronization of contact information available on the CAB User’s device(s) with the network-based repository. In addition, the CAB User is allowed to customize the data synchronization aspects (for e.g. partial synchronization, set data limits, control device-specific parameters). 
4) Contact Subscription – This feature allows a CAB User to subscribe to other user’s contact information i.e. request to receive automatic updates of another ‘CAB users’ available Personal Contact Card information. The information from Contact Subscription may be processed further to combine with the information that the CAB User customizes about the associated contacts.
5) CAB User Notifications – The CAB Enabler allows the CAB User to receive notifications in the following cases:

a. Incoming authorization request for Contact Subscription

b. When contact information of a subscribed CAB User changes

c. When a CAB User adds another CAB User to his address book

d. When a contact (i.e. a non-CAB User) of the CAB User becomes a CAB User

e. Delivery of Contact Status information.
6) Sharing Contact Information – This functionality of the CAB Enabler allows the CAB User to share his/her contact information (i.e. either the PCC or Address Book data) with other users via a messaging scheme. The recipients of this information can be both CAB and non-CAB users. In case of non-CAB users the contact information is encoded and delivered in Legacy format(s).

7) Searching Contact Information – The CAB Enabler provides a mechanism to search for Contact information and mainly falls into two categories i.e. Internal and External search. The internal search allows the CAB Users to search for the contact information from within the CAB system, remote CAB system and/or external database(s) made available by the service provider such as Yellow pages. External search allows other entities outside the AB system to search for contact information (for e.g. online search engines, Yellow Pages). The contact information made available for search operation is subject to CAB user’s authorization rules and service provider’s policy.

9) Interaction with Legacy Address Book Systems/ABs – The CAB Enabler allows interaction with legacy systems i.e. both legacy/native address book on the device and legacy network-based address book system(s). The interface with legacy system/native address book allows the CAB User to import data to the Converged Address Book.
